November.  That simple act became a national news story 
because Johnson, 29, was the award winning director of a 
Planned Parenthood  clinic in Texas.

"I had never seen an abortion happen on an ul-
trasound," she said. Lied to about how a ñfetusò feels no pain, 
she was horrified by what she saw as this 13 week fully formed baby desper-
ately sought to escape the deadly probe. It hurt to see reality. She felt sick. 
She wept. But then she repented and hasnôt stopped speaking out!   Recently 
Iôve been listening to quite a few testimonies of x-abortion doctors and provid-
ers at http://endingabortion.com/  as simple believers like you and me seek to 
shine the light of the reality of Jesus into our culture.
